Masterclass in Video Jamming t ak ing place at the end o f 
February as part o f t he A d e l a i d e Fringe 2002. An official 
c o m p o n e n t o f t he Shooting from the Hip f i l m / v i d e o p rogram, 
t he Trickster Masterclass w a s a professional d e v e l o p m e n t 
oppor tun i ty for Australian VJ artists t o ne twork and receive 
feedback about their w o r k f rom gues t tutor, VJ IKO f rom 
Portugal ( l ead ing v i d e o artist and so f tware deve lope r w h o has 
worked w i t h Jean Miche l Jarre, Beast ie Boys and Daft Punk). 
A d e l a i d e based VJ's inCube co-curated the Masterclass w i th 
A N A T and part icipants w e r e se lec ted f rom a call for proposals 
adver t i sed last December . A N A T w o u l d like t o thank the 
f o l l o w i n g artists w h o contr ibuted t o t he success o f t h e 
Masterc lass :

A N A T is very pleased t o be able t o suppor t such visits by 
international guests , as they offer oppor tun i t i es for n e t w o r k i n g 
as w e l l as insights in t o t he opera t ions o f organisa t ions such as 
ISEA. A N A T wi shes t o thank the host organisa t ions w h o 
suppor ted Nina's visit around Australia - A C M I , Ar tspace , N e w 
M e d i a Arts Board, Brisbane P o w e r h o u s e , John Curtin Gallery 
and the 2002 Adelaide Biennial of Australian Art.

Brisbane artist A D A M D O N O V A N , w h o 
c o m p l e t e d an A N A T Scientific Serendipity 
residency at t he DSTO (Defence , Science 
and T e c h n o l o g y Organ isa t ion) in 
N o v e m b e r 2001, is exh ib i t ing the 
installation w o r k he d e v e l o p e d during 
this residency. The residency w a s very 
successful and s o m e w h a t o f a mi l e s tone 
for ANAT, as it raised our profile 
considerably wi th in t h e science 
communi ty , and w a s fea tured in t he 
Australian Defence Science m a g a z i n e 
(Vol 10, # 1, 2002): 

"Adam's concep t o f sound project ion 
f rom mul t ip le sources and spatial

sensit ivi ty t o listeners is novel ," says Dr 
D. ( N a n d a ) N a n d a g o p a l , Chief, M a r i t i m e 
Opera t ions Division. "This kind o f artist-
scientist fusion o f ideas s t imulates 
innovat ion and certainly has useful spin­
offs for us. I favour such act ivi t ies 
because they encou rage d e f e n c e 
scientists t o think 'outs ide o f t he box'." 

A n o t h e r artist, previously suppor ted by 
A N A T and exh ib i t ing in t he Biennial is 
N S W / U S A based JUSTINE COOPER, w h o 
is present ing her current w o r k based on 
t h e science o f g e n o m i c s . Justine also 
c o m p l e t e d a Scientific Serendipity 
residency last year, w h e r e she w a s the

inaugural art ist- in-residence at t he 
M u s e u m o f Natural History, N e w York. 
Like A d a m , Justine's presence wi th in her 
host organisa t ion w a s inspiring and 
i l luminat ing for scientists and curators. 
Justine c o m m e n t s tha t her 'ou ts ider ' 
perspec t ive a l l o w e d her access t o many 
resources o f t he M u s e u m , and in fact 
her presence the re inspired d i a l o g u e 
and discussion across several different 
d e p a r t m e n t s across t he M u s e u m . 

Other artists exh ib i t ing in t he Biennial 
w h o have been suppor ted by A N A T are 
LYNNE SANDERSON, SA (Conference & 
W o r k s h o p Fund 2001), O R O N CATTS & 
IONAT ZURR, W A (ScientificSerendipity 

res idency) and JASON H A M P T O N , N T 
( Ind igenous n e w media res idency) . 

The science residencies under taken by 
A d a m and Justine c o m p l e t e t he 
Scientific Serendipity residency p rogram 
(which w a s suppor ted by the Dept o f 
Science, Industry and Resources) . 
Initiated in 1998, t he p rogram a i m e d t o 
create residencies for artists e i ther 
w o r k i n g in scientific insti tutions or 
w o r k i n g directly w i t h scientists. O n e o f 
t he residencies w a s the d e v e l o p m e n t o f 
t he Earthquake Simulator by N S W based 
artist D.V. Roge r s .The s imulator w a s on 
exhib i t ion in January 2002 at Ar t space 
in Sydney, and w a s very w e l l received by 
audiences . The s imulator responds 
a lmos t in real- t ime, t o g loba l seismic 
act ivi ty mon i to red over t h e internet . 

The Scientific Serendipity residencies wil l 
be d o c u m e n t e d in a f o r t h c o m i n g A N A T 
publication, t o be released in t h e midd le 
o f this year. This wil l be t he second in 
our series o f publications, wh ich a im t o 
d o c u m e n t and expand upon A N A T 
research and d e v e l o p m e n t p rograms . 
The first o f t hese publications, Arcadia 
w a s launched at t he end o f last year by 
Radio Nat ional broadcaster Rachael 
Kohn (The Spirit of Things). W e are 
pleased t o enc lose a transcript o f her 
qui te remarkable launching speech in 
this newsle t ter . 

Over t he next f e w months , A N A T wil l be 
concent ra t ing on the organisa t ion o f our 
second Indigenous School in New Media 
Arts ( N I S N M A ) , t o be held in Sep t /Oc t . 
Fo l lowing t h e inaugural N I S N M A in 
1999, t he 2002 school wil l a im t o 
provide further d e v e l o p m e n t o f skills for 
artists w h o part icipated in t he first 
school, as w e l l as cater ing for e m e r g i n g 
artists. A N A T ' s National Summer Schools 
have been an integral c o m p o n e n t o f 
A N A T ' s p rograms over the last ten years . 
The Schools p rovide intensive learning 

and n e t w o r k i n g e n v i r o n m e n t s and cater 
for a w i d e range o f artists. The current 
focus o f A N A T ' s professional 
d e v e l o p m e n t p rogram is t o maintain 
this level o f support , but t o focus m o r e 
c losely on specialised t raining, such as 
t hema t i c Masterc lasses and suppor t for 
Ind igenous n e w media artists. By 
ini t iat ing these professional 
d e v e l o p m e n t oppor tuni t ies , A N A T a ims 
t o not only provide p rograms for its 
m e m b e r s , but t o also look broadly at t he 
w i d e range o f act iv i ty happen ing wi th in 
Australia and respond appropr ia te ly t o 
this. 

A N A T also seeks t o e n g a g e and support 
t he diversi ty o f art and t e c h n o l o g y 
practice, both wi th in Australia and 
ove r sea s .The organisa t ion has a s t rong 
focus on areas such as t he interface 
b e t w e e n science and art, but is also very 
suppor t ive o f c o m m u n i t y based and 
i n d e p e n d e n t init iat ives. In March 2002, 
A N A T suppor ted the Borderlines 
conference , a m e e t i n g o f i ndependen t 
med ia makers wh ich in A d e l a i d e . 
Borderlines w a s co-ordinated th rough 
the CIDE Space Station project in 
M e l b o u r n e , and brought t o g e t h e r 
i ndependen t med ia makers f rom all over 
Australia. A N A T w a s able t o suppor t 
Borderlines by providing s o m e 
adminis t ra t ive support t o t he organisers 
during t h e lead-up t o t he even t . 

I look fo rward t o br inging you further 
p rogram updates as t h e year progresses, 
and especial ly I w o u l d like t o w e l c o m e 
our n e w m e m b e r s . W e a lways w e l c o m e 
feedback f rom the A N A T member sh ip , 
and encourage act ive part icipat ion in 
A N A T ' s act ivi t ies and p rograms .
