Being a national organisa t ion , A N A T is fo r tuna te t o have t h e 
oppor tun i ty o f w o r k i n g w i t h a var ie ty o f organisa t ions , 
initiatives and even ts across Australia and internationally. A N A T 
strives t o suppor t a w i d e array o f artists and projects 
encompass ing art and t e c h n o l o g y or n e w media practice. 
Increasingly, t he scope o f this practice is f i l ter ing into t he w i d e 
g a m u t o f arts practices - music, pe r fo rmance , dance , visual arts, 
wr i t ing and more . A snapshot o f projects ove r 2002 indicates 
t he range o f practice suppor ted by A N A T - e lec t ronic music and 
v i d e o m i x i n g th rough the Trickster Masterclass in Video 
Jamming; hybrid pe r fo rmance practice th rough t h e 
TimePlaceSpace w o r k s h o p ; Ind igenous n e w media th rough 
the National Indigenous School in New Media Arts; socially 
e n g a g e d cultural product ion th rough suppor t o f t h e 
Borderpanic reader; art and science th rough the Scientific 
Serendipity and Synapse projects. 

The cha l l enge for an organisa t ion such as A N A T is t o keep 
abreast w i th con t empora ry discussions, currents and 
oppor tuni t ies . For all o f t he init iat ives and c o m m u n i t i e s w e 
suppor t and e n g a g e wi th , the re are as many again that w e have 
little contact or associat ion w i t h . Over t he f o r t h c o m i n g issues 
o f t he A N A T News le t t e r , w e wil l look at t he diversi ty o f art and 
t e c h n o l o g y practice wi th in Australia, c o m m i s s i o n i n g articles 
f rom a range o f practi t ioners f rom a var ie ty o f ' n e w m e d i a ' 
init iatives and f o r u m s . T h e aim is not t o a t t e m p t a 
comp rehens ive o v e r v i e w , but rather t o h ighl igh t t he e n e r g y o f 
t he sector and diversi ty o f vo ices and act ivi t ies across Australia. 
W e c o m m e n c e t h e series in this News le t t e r , w i t h contr ibut ions 
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f rom fac i l i t a to rs /modera tors o f t w o 
emai l \\sts;fibreculture and -empyre-. 

As a national ne twork , A N A T a ims t o 
fulfil its brief in an e f fec t ive and 
eff ic ient manner, and is currently 
look ing t o diversify our m e m b e r s h i p 
base and const i tuency t o reflect t he 
w i d e g a m u t o f practices and interests.

In late Augus t , A N A T launched t h e 
Synapse da tabase for t he N e w M e d i a 
Arts Board o f t h e Australia Council. As a 
major c o m p o n e n t o f t he Board's 
Synapse, art and science init iative, t h e 
da tabase will act as an essential t oo l in 
t he o n g o i n g d e v e l o p m e n t o f art and 
science col laborat ions . It provides a 
resource w i th informat ion on artists, 
scientists and organisa t ions w o r k i n g in 
t h e area o f cross-disciplinary research 
across t h e f ields o f art and science in 
Australia. A N A T will cont inue t o d e v e l o p 
and maintain t h e da tabase , and 
encourages m e m b e r s w i th an interest in 
art and science t o contac t A N A T wi th 
sugges t ions and feedback . 

Scient i f ic S e r e n d i p i t y 
Pub l ica t ion a v a i l a b l e n o w 

contr ibut ion t o t he organisa t ion , in 
financial m a n a g e m e n t and corpora te 
g o v e r n a n c e , marke t ing , p lanning and 
longer - t e rm vision for t h e organisa t ion . 

The A N A T off ice is currently very ac t ive 
w i t h organisa t ion for t h e second 
National Indigenous School in New 
Media Arts. As announced in previous 
News le t t e r s , t he school will be held in 
A d e l a i d e f rom S e p t e m b e r 23 t o Oc tobe r 
n . W e are very happy t o have Gina Rings 
on board as t he Project M a n a g e r for t h e 
school . Gina is based in A d e l a i d e and 
has a background in dance , hav ing 
w o r k e d w i t h Bangarra and currently 
se t t ing up an Ind igenous N e w M e d i a 
Dance unit at A d e l a i d e TAFE. A s teer ing 
c o m m i t t e e is advis ing on t h e school as 
w e l l as assist ing in se lec t ing applicants . 
In all, f i f teen e m e r g i n g and es tabl ished 
artists f rom across Australia wil l be 
a t t end ing the school , wh ich wil l fea ture 
tui t ion in Photoshop , html, 
D r e a m w e a v e r , sound, w e b c a s t i n g , v i d e o 
product ion and ed i t ing . W e are also 
pleased t o announce that A N A T is 
d e v e l o p i n g an Ind igenous n e w media 
partnership w i t h Tandanya Nat ional 
Abor ig ina l Cultural Insti tute (SA) .This 
partnership has been d e v e l o p e d in 
response t o a N e w M e d i a Arts Board 
ini t iat ive t o d e v e l o p col labora t ions 
b e t w e e n n e w media and Ind igenous 
o rgan i s a t i ons .Two init iatives have 
received suppor t - a project b e t w e e n 
dLux M e d i a Arts and Boomal l i in Sydney 
and t h e T a n d a n y a / A N A T in i t i a t ive .The 
A d e l a i d e project wil l involve local artists 
Steve Go ldsmi th and Francesca da 
Rimini w o r k i n g t o g e t h e r on a n e w 
media project focuss ing on Kuarna 
cultural her i t age and k n o w l e d g e . 

Included w i t h this N e w s l e t t e r is t h e 
Scientific Serendipity publicat ion, t he 
second in A N A T ' s series o f publicat ions 
d o c u m e n t i n g recent research and 
d e v e l o p m e n t p r o g r a m s . T h e publicat ion 
w a s launched on Augus t 6 by Dr Stuart 

A N A T w a s also proud t o suppor t t he 
Aesthetics of Care s y m p o s i u m organ i sed 
by Symbio t i cA art and science studio, as 
part o f BEAP. Symbiot ica compi l ed a very 
c o m p r e h e n s i v e p rogram w i t h both 
artists and scientists ta lk ing abou t 
col labora t ive projects - both nat ional ly 
and internationally. The keyno te address 
by Lori A n d r e w s , Professor o f Law, 
Princeton University, USA set an 
impera t ive t o discuss issues o f ethics 
and practice and the w i d e r impl icat ions 
o f a r t / sc ience col laborat ions . Overall 
BEAP w a s a very e n g a g i n g and t h o u g h t 
provoking even t , fea tur ing a 
c o m p r e h e n s i v e p rogram o f conferences , 
art is ts ' talks and exhib i t ions . 
Congra tu la t ions t o Paul T h o m a s for 
d e v e l o p i n g an impress ive inaugural 
BEAP - a major n e w Australian e lec t ronic 
arts e v e n t - undoub ted ly w i th a g rea t 
future ahead . 

In 1999 A N A T c o m m e n c e d the Deep 
Immersion: Scientific Serendipity series o f 
ar t is t / sc ience residencies. From 1999 t o 
2001 four residencies took place w i th 
Australian artists w o r k i n g on science 
based projects: Oron Catts & lonat Zurr 
( W A ) at t he Universi ty o f W A Dept o f 
A n a t o m y and Human Biology; DV Rogers 
( N S W ) d e v e l o p m e n t of Earthquake 
Simulator; Justine Cooper ( N S W ) at 
Amer i can M u s e u m o f Natural History, 
NY; A d a m Donovan (Old) at U n d e r w a t e r 
Acoust ics and Ocean M e a s u r e m e n t s , 
M a r i t i m e Opera t ions Division, DSTO 
(SA) .
