W e are a i m i n g t o broaden t h e scope o f 
t he News le t t e r , t o reflect current A N A T direct ions but t o also 
e n g a g e w i t h broader th inking around n e w media arts practice. 
W e will be e x p a n d i n g our range o f contr ibutors and wil l publish 
t ex t s by Australian and internat ional wr i te rs . A focus wil l a lso 
be on h igh l igh t ing the w o r k o f A N A T m e m b e r s and provid ing 
increased oppor tun i t i es for m e m b e r s t o contr ibute t o t he 
News le t t e r . The fo rma t wil l be m o r e ' m a g a z i n e ' s tyle and w e are 
looking t o g i v e a n a m e t o t he News le t t e r . If m e m b e r s have any 
ideas, p lease contac t us! O n e impac t o f t hese changes is tha t 
t he N e w s l e t t e r will be published 3 t i m e s per year, rather than 
quarter ly.This is t o ensure improved des ign as w e l l as editorial 
content . 

In l ight o f changes t o t he News le t t e r , w e are also inves t iga t ing 
h o w t o i m p r o v e con ten t on the w e b s i t e . Fo l lowing recent 
changes t o t he w e b s i t e , w e are cont inuing t o look at increasing 
conten t and accessibili ty t o t he site. M e m b e r s may have not iced 
s o m e changes t o t h e w e b s i t e , wh ich aim t o i m p r o v e access t o 
Current N e w s plus in format ion on p rograms such as Conference 
and W o r k s h o p Fund and res idency/masterc lass p r o g r a m s . T h e 
changes t o t he site have been i m p l e m e n t e d by CHRIS BISHOP, 
w h o w o r k e d w i t h us for a short t i m e w h i l e w e adver t i sed for a 
n e w M u l t i m e d i a and Design Co-ord ina tor .The changes have 
also been driven by t h e desire t o c o m p l y w i t h WC3 disabil i ty 
access gu ide l ines as w e l l as usability by a var ie ty o f browsers . 

I a m pleased t o inform m e m b e r s that w e have recently 
appo in ted a n e w staff m e m b e r , PATRICK T A M , t o t h e posi t ion o f 
M u l t i m e d i a and Design Co-ordinator .This posi t ion, wh ich w a s 
fo rmer ly W e b and Technical Officer has a focus on w e b and 
print des ign as w e l l as technical suppor t o f t he organisa t ion . 
Patrick has ex t ens ive e x p e r i e n c e w i t h w e b des ign and is also an 
an ima to r and graphic designer . Patrick s tar ted w i t h us in early 
N o v e m b e r and has a l ready cont r ibuted t o i m p l e m e n t i n g n e w 
features on the w e b s i t e as w e l l as s o m e grea t ideas for t he re­
des igned News le t t e r . Patrick wil l be responsible for m o s t o f our 

graphic des ign including News le t t e r , 
p romot iona l mater ia l , adver t i s ing and 
the corpora te d o c u m e n t s .

centre o f educat ional exce l l ence in t he 
region. O n e o f t he major goa l s o f 
Education City is t o provide a fo rum for 
t h e e x c h a n g e o f research on innovat ive 
educat ional pro jec ts .The sympos ium 
mainly focussed on high school and 
ter t iary educat ion and in particular 
s t ra tegies for d e v e l o p i n g art and science 
partnerships in t he c lassroom. 
International d e l e g a t e s w e r e invited 
f rom the M i d d l e East, Asia, Europe and 
the USA. W i t h several Australian 
d e l e g a t e s including myself, Dr STUART 
BUNT (Univers i ty o f W A - Symbio t i ca ) , Dr 
PATRICIA EDGAR (Wor ld Summi t on 
M e d i a for Children Foundat ion) and 
JANET MANSFIELD (Editor, Ceramics Art 
and Perception). It w a s a unique 
oppor tun i ty t o m e e t w i th local 
educators and s tudents and discuss 
s t ra tegies for d e v e l o p i n g internat ional 
educat ion , arts and science n e t w o r k i n g 
oppor tun i t i es . 

Over t h e last f e w months , A N A T staff 
have also been busy wi th t he Synapse 
art and science project . Synapse is a 
project init iated by the Australia Council 
t o suppor t t he d e v e l o p m e n t o f art and 
science projects. A N A T is currently 
m a n a g i n g t w o o f t hese c o m p o n e n t s -
t h e Synapse da tabase and Synapse art 
and residency p rograms . Fo l lowing t h e 
launch o f t he Synapse da tabase in May, 
A N A T has e m p l o y e d a researcher 
A N D R E W HILLAM t o d e v e l o p S tage T w o 
o f t he site. A n d r e w has been contac t ing 
artists and science organisa t ions t o 
ensure that t he da tabase includes a 
broad range o f art and science projects. 

Recently w e also m a d e a call for 
proposals t o science organisa t ions for 
proposals t o d e v e l o p n e w artist in 
res idence p rograms . The Synapse Art and 
Science Residency p rog ram endeavours 
t o d e v e l o p n e w col labora t ions /crea t ive 
partnerships b e t w e e n artists and 

scientists and d e v e l o p a sustainable 
support base for l ong- t e rm 
col labora t ion across t h e arts and 
sciences. It will see t w o t o th ree ar t / 
science artist residencies under taken at 
science organisa t ions in Aus t ra l ia .The 
call for proposals c losed on N o v e m b e r 
28, w i t h t he assessment process tak ing 
place in December . 

Synapse is an impor t an t project for 
A N A T as it builds upon init iatives such 
as Scientific Serendipity (art and science 
residencies 1998 - 2001) and Converge 
database (a c o m p o n e n t o f t he A d e l a i d e 
Biennial 2002, m a n a g e d by A N A T 2002). 
Currently LINDA COOPER is w o r k i n g 
wi th A N A T t o d e v e l o p a longer s t ra tegy 
for our art and science focus. Linda has 
had a long associat ion wi th A N A T and 
w a s Chair in t h e mid-1990 's. Linda is a 
consul tant for exhib i t ion d e v e l o p m e n t 
and cross-cultural init iatives and has 
w o r k e d for m u s e u m s and science 
centres in t he Asia-Pacific reg ion . Linda 
has been w o r k i n g w i t h us on d e v e l o p i n g 
ne tworks in t he science field and w i t h 
A n d r e w Hil lam on s t ra tegies for t h e 
Synapse da tabase . 

In addi t ion t o a cont inued science and 
art focus, in 2004 w e wil l be d e v e l o p i n g 
p rograms using wire less and 
c o m m u n i c a t i o n t e c h n o l o g i e s . T h e first 
o f t h e s e is t h e BLAST THEORY 
Masterc lass and residency in A d e l a i d e 
f rom January t o March 2004. As 
m e m b e r s w o u l d be aware , w e called for 
appl icat ions for t he Masterclass in 
Augus t , and are pleased t o announce 
the part icipants in t h e Masterclass in 
this News le t t e r . 

W e are also looking t o d e v e l o p further 
p rograms w i t h t he British g roup 
PHONE-BOOK.LTD. A N A T hosted a visit 
by this British duo (Fee Plumley and Ben 
Jones) in Oc tobe r 2003.The Phone-Book 

Ltd d e v e l o p projects for wire less and 
m o b i l e devices . During their t i m e in 
Australia, Fee and Ben presented a 
w o r k s h o p at e lec t rof r inge ( N e w c a s t l e ) 
and spoke on a panel abou t t e x t and 
t echno logy . They toured t o Sydney and 
M e l b o u r n e , m e e t i n g wi th 
representa t ives f rom dLux M e d i a Arts, 
Exper imenta , Experimedia , A I M I A and 
ABC N e w M e d i a . Plans are unde rway t o 
bring the Phone-Book.Ltd back t o 
Australia t o conduct further workshops 
on mak ing short m o v i e s and an imat ions 
for m o b i l e phones . A N A T w o u l d very 
much like t o thank Gail Priest and Vicky 
Clare f rom e lec t ro f r inge for suppor t ing 
the tour o f t he Phone-Book.Ltd. 

In 2004, A N A T is involved in several 
professional d e v e l o p m e n t p rograms . In 
July 2004, t h e Time_Place_Space3 
in tensive laboratory will be held in 
A d e l a i d e at AIT Arts . In t he second half 
o f t h e yea r A N A T is co-ordinat ing the 
third Nat ional Indigenous School in N e w 
M e d i a Arts .This will be held in Brisbane 
and d e v e l o p e d in partnership wi th t he 
Ar tworke r s Al l iance (Qld) , N e w Media 
Arts Board and Abor ig ina l and Torres 
Strait Islander Arts Board. The school wil l 
once again offer e m e r g i n g and 
advanced skills d e v e l o p m e n t , but also 
w i t h an intensive Masterc lass focus. 
N I S N M A wil l also be c h a n g i n g its n a m e 
t o reflect t h e Indigenous focus o f this 
p rogram, so look out for this early in 
2004! 

SPECIAL GENERAL MEETING: On Oc tobe r 
25, A N A T held a Special General M e e t i n g 
t o discuss and v o t e on proposed 
c h a n g e s t o t h e A N A T Consti tut ion. M a n y 
o f t hese changes w e r e t o clarify certain 
points wi th in t h e Const i tut ion and t o 
introduce a n e w postal v o t i n g sys tem 
for Board appo in tmen t s . All o f t h e 
p roposed a m e n d m e n t s w e r e passed at 
t h e m e e t i n g . From next years Annual 
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General M e e t i n g , this n e w sys tem will 
be introduced which wil l require 
nomina t ions for t he Board t o be l o d g e d 
at least 21 days prior t o t he m e e t i n g . 
These will then be distr ibuted t o ALL 
financial m e m b e r s , w h o wil l have a 
chance t o submit a postal v o t e for Board 
nomina t ions .The a im is t o ensure tha t 
t he ent ire m e m b e r s h i p can contr ibute 
t o the Board v o t i n g process and have 
advance not ice o f w h o is nomina t ing for 
vacant posi t ions. On behal f o f A N A T 
Board I w o u l d like t o thank Belinda 
Grant and Kelly & Co lawyers for 
providing pro b o n o assistance w i t h t he 
Consti tut ional a m e n d m e n t s . 

The past t w e l v e months have been busy 
for ANAT, w i t h t he m o v e t o t h e n e w 
premises, staff and Board changes as 
we l l as a busy p rogram and n e w 
init iatives. I w o u l d like t o take this 
oppor tun i ty t o thank A N A T staff for 
their hard w o r k during t h e yea r - Alison 
Leach ( M a n a g e r ) , Charity Bramwel l 
( Informat ion Off icer) , Claudia Raddatz 
( W e b and Technical Officer - res igned 
Sept 2003) and our n e w M u l t i m e d i a and 
Design Co-ordinator Patrick Tarn. The 
Board o f A N A T provides impor tan t 
gu idance and corpora te g o v e r n a n c e for 
t he organisa t ion , I w o u l d like t o thank 
t h e m also - Kate Richards and Jenny 
W e i g h t (up until A G M 2003), Caroline 
Farmer (Chair), Sue Skinner (Depu ty

The w o r k s h o p wil l be faci l i tated by 
national and international practi t ioners, 
including Clare Grant (Sydney-based 
performer , director and d rama tu rg ) and 
M a r i a n n e W e e m s (Director o f The 
Builders Associa t ion , N e w York) .

Director of ANAT, and Fiona Winning -
Director of Performance Space. It is an 
initiative of the New Media Arts Board of 
the Australia Council, and is produced by 
Performance Space. The site partner is AIT 
Arts, Adelaide, SA. 

C O N F E R E N C E & W O R K S H O P F U N D 
ANAT is pleased to announce that the 
maximum grant will increase to $3,000 
from January 1, 2004. 

As m e m b e r s w o u l d be aware , A N A T has 
m a n a g e d the Confe rence and W o r k s h o p 

Fund since 1997. This is a d e v o l v e d Quick 
Response Fund f rom the Australia 
Council, wh ich a l lows a short turn 
around b e t w e e n applicat ion dead l ine 
and notif icat ion. Since its incept ion, t he 
m a x i m u m grant has been $2,000 t o 
cover travel and registrat ion fees . W i t h 
increasing costs associated w i t h GST, 
airfares and o ther travel , it is t i m e l y tha t 
t he Fund is increased. A N A T has received 
an addi t ional a l locat ion o f $20,000 per 
annum in its tr iennial funding f rom the 
N e w M e d i a Arts Board ( increasing t h e 
tota l Conference and W o r k s h o p Fund 
al locat ion f rom $30,000 t o $50,000 per 
a n n u m ) . Ava i lab le t o A N A T m e m b e r s , 
t he Fund is o n g o i n g , w i t h appl icat ions 
closing on the last day o f each mon th . 
The ob jec t ives o f t he fund are:

• To suppor t artists t o present 
papers/art is ts presenta t ions wi th in 
a confe rence or w o r k s h o p 
e n v i r o n m e n t . 

• To suppor t artists t o a t tend and 
par take in workshops and learning 
env i ronmen t s . 

• To d i s semina te informat ion about 
national and international even ts t o 
t h e A N A T m e m b e r s h i p and w i d e r 
public.

In 2004, A N A T wil l focus on further 
d e v e l o p i n g art and science practice by 
co l labora t ing wi th t he N e w M e d i a Arts 
Board t o d e v e l o p a series o f artist 
residencies w i t h science organisat ions .
